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Dr Donegan

1. The Panel has already announced its finding that you are not guilty of serious
professional misconduct.

2. The Panel will now give its reasons for this decision.

3. At the material times in 2002 you were a registered medical practitioner. You
qualified in 1983 from St Mary's Hospital Medical School and you have been a
General Practitioner since 1990.

BACKGROUND

4. In 2002 you were instructed as an expert witness to provide reports on behalf
of two mothers engaged in litigation in the Family Division of the High Court
on the issue of whether their children (Child A and Child B) should receive
various vaccinations contrary to the mothers’ wishes. You produced reports
signed on 14 June and 4 December 2002 which were medico legal reports
and which you knew would be read by the litigants and their legal advisors,
any other experts instructed in the case and by the Judge.

5. It was these two reports about which the GMC complained.
